Epiphany - ñThree Kings Dayò 

Wait to put that Nativity away until  
ñThe Epiphanyò AKA ñThree Kings Day.ò  

 

     In the book of Matthew, we learn that the 
wise men do not arrive to see baby Jesus 
until after Christmas. Tradition says that the 
kings arrive on the ñTwelfth Day of Christmasò 
- January 6, and two years after Christ is 
born. This day is also called ñThree Kings 
Day,ò ñTwelfth Night,ò and ñThe Epiphany.ò It 
is believed that the three kings traveled to-
gether from Persia. 
     The Bible gives no names for these men, 
although medieval legend suggests: Gaspar, 
Melchior, and Balthazar.  
     The name Gas-
par (or Caspar) 
comes from the 
Chaldean word for 
ñTreasurer.ò He is 
understood to be a 
King of Tarsus 
(modern-day Tur-
key) who brought 
myrrh to see Jesus. 
Tarsus is also 
where the Apostle Paul was born and lived 
after his conversion. 
     The name Melchior is likely taken from two 
Farsi words meaning ñKingò and ñCity.ò He is 
believed to be a King of Arabia who brought 
gold. This gold would finance the Holy Fam-
ilyôs escape to Egypt. 
     The name Balthazar is from the Phoeni-
cian meaning ñGod protects the King.ò 
Balthazar is said to be a ñKing of Ethiopiaò 
who brought frankincense. 
     It is important to note that these three 
names do not come from the Bible and did 
not appear in Christian literature until five 
hundred years after the birth of Jesus. It is fun 
to think about these men, though, and talk 
about how exciting the birth of Jesus might 
have been for them.  
 

*Family Tradition Suggestion:  
Since the wise men do not arrive to see Baby 
Jesus until Jan. 6 - take the time leading up to 
this date, and move the three wise men from 
your nativity set (and possibly their camels) 
throughout your house. They are traveling ñfar 
and wideò during this time.  
     Youôll never know when theyôll show up 
next - on the fridge? Next to the TV? In your 
childôs bedroom?  
     The three kings are traveling to find Baby 
Jesus, they same way we try to seek him in 
our lives today.

Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. :  

Sharing his story with Your Child 

Who was Martin Luther King, Jr.?  

He was a pastor and civil 

rights leader in the 1960ôs. 

A civil rights leader wants 

all people to have the same 

rights as everybody else. It 

doesnôt matter what their 

skin color, religion, or dis-

ability is.  

What did he do? He led and inspired many 

people to stand up for equal rights in peaceful 

ways. He fought against segregation and ra-

cial discrimination. Segregation means that 

people with different skin colors could not go 

the same places or do the same things - like 

go to the same schools, eat at the same res-

taurant, or drink from the same water foun-

tain. This was very wrong. God loves all of 

us equally, so we should treat others with 

equal rights, too. 

In 1963, Dr. King gave a famous speech 

called the ñI Have a Dream Speechò from the 

steps of the Lincoln Memorial - that building 

is on the back of the penny. Many people 

came because they agreed that all people 

should have the same rights. You can watch 

his speech online or on television as a family.  

In 1964, he won a very special award called 

the Nobel Peace Prize.  

Dr. King also worked with a group called the 

NAACP (the National Association for the 

Advancement of Colored People). This or-

ganization is still around today, and you can 

learn more about them at www.NAACP.org 

Is Dr. King still alive?  No. In 1968, he was 

assassinated. This means that someone killed 

Dr. King because of his work, even though 

he was married, had 4 children and wanted 

people to live peacefully. 

It is good to remember that even though Dr. 

King is dead, his famous words and his be-

liefs still inspire us to be better people, and to 

be more like Jesus. 

How do we honor Dr. King? On January 

18, we will celebrate Dr. Kingôs birthday. 

Our government has asked that on this day, 

instead of relaxing at home, we all do an act 

of service for our community - like Dr. King 

did during his life.  

We can also pray and thank God that people 

like him fought for equal rights. We can 

thank God for loving everyone equally - and 

thank Jesus for dying for everyone in the 

world. We can pray that God shows each of 

us the ways we can help others.
