In recent months, safety in our BBEEC 

Parking Lot has been an increasing issue.  
 

For the safety of our children, it is impera-

tive that you adhere to the following 

guidelines:  
 

1. ONLY park in the parking spaces 

provided unless  we have inclement 

weather. Parking directly in front of 

our entrance or next to it can obstruct 

a driverõs view of a small child cross-

ing our lot. Also, it is illegal to park in 

front of a US Mailbox.  

2. Maintain SLOW speed in our park-

ing lot. It only takes a moment for a 

child to dart away from their parent and 

driving slowly will allow you the time to 

stop. 
  

     Remember, there are small children 

and families walking in our parking lot 

and all of us would HATE to have an acci-

dent. It may be more convenient to dis-

miss these guidelines, but it is not safer 

for our children.

HEAD LICE  
     We have recently had several cases of head lice 
at our center. Head lice is a very common condition 
for children aged 3-10, particularly girls.  

     Our centerôs standing policy regarding head lice 
cases is that all infected children are immediately 
sent home until they are treated and checked again 
by our center director. All sheets in the classroom of 
the infected child are washed immediately and all 
cots, toys and surfaces receive additional disinfec-
tant treatments (in addition to normal cleaning proto-
cols). 

     Head lice are spread easily from person to person 
thru close contact with another infected person. In 
children, this is common during play and classroom 
group activities. 

     Please be sure to watch your child for itching or 
irritability and check their scalp for nits, nymphs or 
adult lice. Nits are the easiest to see - they are found 
ñgluedò to the hair shaft. Unlike dandruff or hairspray, 
they will not slide along a strand of hair.  

     If you think your child may have head lice, seek a 
diagnosis from either our center director or another 
local health-care provider. 

     Getting rid of head lice requires treating the indi-
vidual, the family, and the household. See our front 
desk for more detailed information regarding 

head lice treatment steps.

      A Celtic cross is a symbol that combines a cross with a 
ring surrounding the intersection. In Ireland, it is a popu-
lar legend that the Celtic Christian cross was introduced 
by Saint Patrick or possibly Saint Declan. 

      The circle of the Celtic Cross is a symbol of eternity 
that emphasizes the endlessness of Godõs love, as shown 
through Christõs sacrifice on the cross.  

      Some also say the circle is a halo. Others say the circle 
symbolizes the unending mystery of how, through the 
crucifixion and resurrection Christ, God continues to offer 
the hope of salvation to the faithful throughout all time.

Attention:  

Dumpster Use  
     We have noticed several 

parties unlawfully dumping 

their trash from home in our 

BBEEC dumpster. This addi-

tional dumping causes our bins 

to be over-filled and will result 

in our center incurring addi-

tional dumping costs. This 

would, in turn, result in a raise 

in tuition which all of us want 

to avoid. 

     Starting immediately our 

staff  will be reporting anyone 

seen dumping illegally and we 

will be opening dumped bags 

and reporting any information 

which would identify those who 

are dumping in our bins ille-

gally. 

     Thank you for following this 

rule regarding our dumpster. 

      Spring is upon us, and the 

weather will be fluctuating. Please be 

aware of daily changes and be sure 

that your child is dressing accord-

ingly.  

      With cold weather, regular sweat-

shirts or hoodies are not enough to 

keep your child warm enough for 

outdoor play.  

     And, as always, remember those 

hats, mittens, and gloves. We want 

your child to be warm and comfort-

able while enjoying their outdoor 

time with their friends.  

     *And be sure to LABEL all clothing 

items belonging to 

your child (including 

hats and gloves) and 

be sure to double 

check the items your 

child has while leaving. 

Many children have the 

same coats, etc. and we want every-

one go home with their own items.
