In recent months, safety in our BBEEC 

Parking Lot has been an increasing 

issue.  
 

For the safety of our children, it is im-

perative that you adhere to the follow-

ing guidelines:  
 

1. ONLY park in the parking spaces 

provided unless  we have inclem-

ent weather. Parking directly in 

front of our entrance or next to it can 

obstruct a driverõs view of a small 

child crossing our lot.  

2. Maintain SLOW speed in our park-

ing lot. It only takes a moment for a 

child to dart away from their parent 

and driving slowly will allow you the 

time to stop.  
  

Remember, there are small children 

and families walking in our parking 

lot and all of us would HATE to have an 

accident. It may be more convenient 

to dismiss these guidelines, but it is 

not safer for our children.

Dressing for the Season  

      A Celtic cross is a symbol that combines a cross with a ring 
surrounding the intersection. In Ireland, it is a popular legend 
that the Celtic Christian cross was introduced by Saint Pat-
rick or possibly Saint Declan. 

      The circle of the Celtic Cross is a symbol of eternity that 
emphasizes the endlessness of Godõs love, as shown through 
Christõs sacrifice on the cross.  

      Some also say the circle is a halo. Others say the circle 
symbolizes the unending mystery of how, through the cruci-
fixion and resurrection Christ, God continues to offer the hope 
of salvation to the faithful throughout all time.
